Tato publikacia je ur¢end predovsetkym $tudentom humanitnych fakult vysokych §kol, ktori pri
$tadiu svojich odborov potrebuji porozumiet ich hlbsie filozofické a etické suvislosti. Predstavuje
problematiku metaetiky z pohladu kritickej analyzy niektorych vybranych sucasnych trendov,
pricom uchopuje predmet skiimania ako interdisciplindrny komplex, v ktorom vyznamn tlo-
hu zohrava rastuci zdujem o metafyziku, sicasne epistemologické vyzvy a vyskumy z oblasti
filozofie mysle. V ivodnej casti je uvedené zdkladné defini¢né vymedzenie metaetiky a koncep-
tudlne perspektivy o ktoré sa opiera. V druhej casti s podané zakladné koncepty moralneho
naturalizmu a realizmu v dialektike ich moznosti a obmedzeni. Tretia ¢ast knihy sa zameriava
na problematiku tzv. ,Divine command theory* a niektorych verzii jej modifikdcie. V dalsej ¢as-
ti je pozornost venovana Shafer-Landauovmu konceptu metaetiky a Blackburnovmu projektu
kvazi-realizmu. Perspektiva emotivizmu a morélneho fikcionalizmu je obsahom dalsich casti.
V zavere kazdej kapitoly je uvedend ilustrativna kazuistika, ktorej analyza predstavuje aplikaciu
predmetnych teérii. Obsahom zéveru je stru¢né zhodnotenie diskutovanych konceptov, prehlad
ich pozitiv a negativ, pricom je naznacend ich relevantnost pre tvorbu normativnych a aplikova-
nych etickych konceptov.

This book is intended primarily for students of humanity faculties of higher education institu-
tions who, in studying their subjects, need to understand their deeper philosophical and ethi-
cal contexts. It deals with metaetics in terms of the critical analysis of selected current trends,
grasping the subject of the study as an interdisciplinary complex in which the growing interest
in metaphysics, epistemological challenges and research in the field of philosophy of the mind
plays a key role. In the introductory part the basic definitions of metaetics are presented, as well
as the conceptual perspectives on which the whole issue is based. The second part of the book
gives a brief overview of the basic concepts of moral naturalism and realism in the context of
the dialectics of their possibilities, potentialities and limitations. The third part focuses on the
Divine command theory and some versions of its modification. In the next part, attention is
paid to the Shafer-Landau concept of metaetics and the Blackburn project of quasi-realism. The
perspectives of emotivism and moral fictionalism are contained in next two parts. Some exam-
ples of critical analysis representing the application of the theories in question, close each main
section of the book. The summary section at the end of the text body offers a brief evaluation of
the concepts discussed, an overview of their positives and negatives, and their relevance for tho-
se who want to obtain a better grasp of the foundation on which normative and applied ethical
concepts are being developed.
